PLAYER CODE OF BEHAVIOUR

Be frank and honest with your coach concerning illness
and injury and your ability to train and play fully.

Conduct yourself in a responsible manner relating
to language, temper and punctuality.

Abide by the rules and respect the decision of the
umpires. Be courteous and use the correct process
when seeking a rule clarification.

Be honest in your attitude and preparation to training.
Work equally hard for yourself and your team.
